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Artificial Intelligence  

The ability of a digital computer or computer-controlled robot to perform tasks commonly associated  

with  intelligent  beings is called artificial intelligence.  The  term  is  frequently  applied  to  a  project  

of developing systems  endowed with the intellectual    characteristics  of  humans, such  as  the  abil-

ity  to  reason,  discover  meaning,  generalize,  or  learn  from  past experience.  Since  the  develop-

ment  of  the  digital  computer  in  the  1940s,  it  has  been demonstrated that computers can be pro-

grammed to carry out very complex tasksðas, for example, discovering proofs for mathematical theo-

rems or playing chessðwith great proficiency.  But ,  despite  continuing  advances  in  computerôs  

processing  speed  and memory capacity,  there  are no programs  that  can match  human  flexibility  

over wider domains or in tasks requiring much of everyday knowledge. On the other hand, some pro-

grams  have attained the performance levels  of  human experts  and professionals  in performing cer-

tain specific tasks. So artificial intelligence in this limited sense is found in applications as diverse as 

medical diagnosis, computer search engines, and voice or handwriting recognition.

A Date With Windows 7 
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Microsoft launched its much-awaited operating system  

Windows 7 on October 22,2009. It is one of the most       

important OS launches for  Microsoft in recent times, given 

its    sliding market share,    competition from the likes of 

Google and the poor  response by users to  Windows Vista.  

Claiming Windows 7 to be its most accomplished product so 

far with a speedier and lighter interface, better integration of 

widgets and more    user-friendly features like enhanced pri-

vacy,  Microsoft is betting on the OSô success.      However, 

there are a few glitches that may dent the success .  

Positives that weigh heavily in MSô favor are the OSô ability 

to keep the browsing history confidential for multiple users 

on the same PC and a boot time of less than 20 secondsð

which MS claims Windows 7 offers. 

A major disadvantage is that Windows 7 requires a squeaky 

clean disk before it can be installed, so upgrades from Win-

dows Vista are all but ruled out. You will loose data if you 

do that and will need to reinstall all your favorite programs 

and applications.  

Some recommend buying new notebooks and desktops with 

pre-installed Windows 7 just for the sake of the much-touted 

operating system. The other way round this installation fra-

cas is to replace the hard disk before installation and save the 

earlier hard disk to recover data from it. 

So do Indian channel partners reckon that Windows 7 launch 

will boost sales in the commercial and consumer PC seg-

ment? Sandeep Vahi, Director of Delhi-based Compton 

Computers, a retailer and solutions provider, disagrees. 

While he admits that Windows 7 will solve a lot of problems 

associated with its predecessor Windows Vista, it might not 

boost PC sales to that extent. 

ñWindows 7 will not be as hardware hungry as Windows 

Vista is, so that is a major positive. While it seems to be an 

extension of Vista to me, it will retain all multimedia fea-

tures while adding to performance,ò says Vahi.
